Healthy Office Environments

· The College purchases sustainably manufactured, environmentally healthy & recyclable furniture & carpets; mat & carpet weaves minimize wear & facilitate repair.
· Indoor air quality on campus also is protected by the use of water-based paints with low odor & minimal off-gassing.
· Continuous monitoring & adjustment of ventilation systems assure that fresh air circulates to occupied offices & classrooms.
· Ergonomic adjustments to individual work stations are available.
· Green Seal & environmentally friendly cleaning products are used.
Energy Efficient Buildings
· Heating, cooling & ventilation systems can be remotely operated, saving energy when facilities are not occupied.
· The College uses energy efficient appliances & electronics.
· Energy savings at the College between 2005 & 2010 amounted to $1.7 million.
► Employees can help save energy by limiting use of desktop printers, individual fans & 
space heaters.
► Additional energy savings can be achieved by wearing an extra sweater during unseasonably cold weather and choosing light clothing on extra hot days.
Paper & Paper-free Resources

· The majority of paper we use on campus is 100 percent recycled, post-consumer, Forest Stewardship Certified, made with renewable energy. 

· College forms are available on CCC’s home page; these can be electronically filled out, and emailed to appropriate offices.
► Emailed orders filled by Printing & Duplication cost half as much as using walk-up copiers.
► The Bookstore & the Distance Learning Office can help instructors explore paperless resources for classes.
Recycling & Waste
· Recycling stations for all kinds of paper, metal, soft plastic and drink containers can be found in hallways & common areas throughout all campuses.
· Retired furniture, computers, monitors & appliances in good condition are donated to other schools, public agencies and non profit organizations.
· Doors, windows & building materials from deconstruction of College buildings are recycled into other construction projects.
· The College manages hazardous & universal wastes generated in labs and campus operations, including refrigerants, batteries, solvents, aerosol cans, oils & paints, fluorescent lamps, and photo, chemical & medical lab wastes.
· Also recycled from College operations are scrap metal, waste wood, & plastic films.
► Employees can assist with College recycling & waste programs run by emptying their own trash & recycling bins in common area receptacles
► When cleaning keyboards,  dusting slides or other items,  employees can protect air quality by  using brushes or squeeze bulbs  - instead of canned air. 
Stormwater & Watershed Protection
· The Oregon City campus is in the headwaters of Newell Creek, which provides prime habitat for coho salmon, cutthroat trout & steelhead.
·  Stormwater inlets are cleaned to reduce polluted runoff from campus roads & parking lots.
· Spill response kits are located in campus delivery and Automotive areas.
► Employees can help protect local streams by fixing vehicle leaks  as soon as they are noticed; Vehicle spills & leaks in parking lots can be reported to Campus Services, or if after hours, to Campus Safety.
Natural Areas, Trails & Pathways
· The College values, protects and maintains natural features on all campuses.

· Forests of native conifer, oak & Oregon ash are present on the Oregon City Campus. The Loop Trail passes by & through many of the campus’s most beautiful native & landscaped areas.
· The Harmony Community Campus is adjacent to the Mt. Scott Creek Natural Area, with trails offering discovery of native forests, wetlands & wildlife.
· A pathway links the Wilsonville Campus to a network of walking choices, Wilsonville Town Center and Town Center Park.
